The Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the
Dodecanese was found in 30t June 1949 (®.E.K.
142/A/30-06-1949) as “Central Chamber of
Commerce and Industry of the Dodecanese -
CCID”, in an effort of the Greek state to harmonize
the Regulatory Law in the region of the
Dodecanese, which was officially integrated one
year earlier (07-03-1948). The CCID kept its
autonomous activity until the 12th April 1988,
when it was merged with the Chamber of
Commerce and Industry of Kalymnos and Kos
(®.E.K. 67/ 11.A. 153).

Finally, with decision of the Prefect of the
Dodecanese (09-09-1989) annexes of the CCID
in Kalymnos and Kos were founded. According
to the operation set up IL.A. 278/05-08-1996 -
®.EK. 197/A/27-08-1996), the services of the
CCID are structured in one Directorate with three
departments:

e Registry & ICT and

e Industry & Commerce.

The sector of marine aquaculture and that of
aquaculture in general has emerged during the
decade of 1990 as one of the most productive
sectors of the Greek economy. At the same time,
the production of the marine aquaculture of
Greece increased rapidly. Similar trends followed
-with small deviations- also the production in

the Prefecture of the Dodecanese.

Very characteristic is the fact that the production
of marine aquaculture in the Prefecture, from
185 tons in 1991 run up to 4.861 tons in 1999. It
is worth to be noted that our country, during the
last years, is at the first place in the
Mediterranean with regard to the production of
aquaculture products and the first place in
Europe with regard to the production of

euryhaline kinds of fish.

For the year 2010, in the regional unity of the
Dodecanese, 21 operators were active, 19 of
which are legal entities and 2 are individuals.
The aquaculture units are distributed by island

and year as in the following table:
